Brad Farron, Corporate Facilities Manager, gave a presentation of the proposal.
The parcel is approximately 16 acres and includes enough area for possible future expansion. The assumption is that water and sewer are available; specifics will be clarified as time progresses.
Tonight’s objective is to receive comments and concerns from the planning board.

Masler commented on the size of the parking areas; perhaps they should be increased to alleviate any traffic flow issues when entering the parking lot.
Gensel stated that the proposed parking spaces are two feet longer and two feet wider than standard spaces.
Farron reminded the board that this presentation is only a concept plan.  On a typical layout, traffic is circled around the building in order to keep heavy traffic away from the front area.  

Esty noted a discrepancy in square footage between the application and the plan itself, and was told that it was the difference between floor space (2 floors) and footprint size. 
Masler questioned the use of the utility building.
Jeff Reed of Colby Engineering explained that the utility building is used to separate the noise of the wash bay and welding operations from the other areas.  

Seely referred to the noise that would result from working on equipment and asked if that would be done outside.
Reed replied that all work would be done inside with the equipment placed on skids to minimize the noise level.

Farrin agreed, saying that the biggest critics of noise and ventilation are their own employees. He also stated that they are held to high standards as per OSHA.
Masler asked what procedures were in place to prevent any spillage from getting through the rough stone into the groundwater.  
Farrin explained that each location receives a site specific spill prevention plan, of which he will provide a copy.

CONCEPT SITE PLAN
MAPLE ST

Attorney Jeff Evans, representing the applicants stated that tonight’s objective is to receive comments from the planning board on the concept plan.  Obviously there is much more work to be done.
Muir suggests the applicant review the checklist of requirements. He feels the proposal is very unique, but will not be easy.

Ormiston asked if the plan was to complete the project in one phase was told yes.

Esty feels this is a very aggressive business plan.  He cited the number of empty buildings in town and wondered if use could be made of one of those existing facilities. 

Muir asked about the projected daily attendance.

Robinson expects 25 – 100 people at any given time. The majority of attendance would most likely be afternoons and weekends. The hope is to draw moms and children as well as school groups.  

Masler mentioned the probability of DOT approval to establish access off of Maple St.

Esty noted that a driveway off of Maple St. would require extensive fill.

Attorney Evans asked for comments on the visual – whether or not it would fit within the town.

Muir strongly suggests reviewing the design guidelines recommended by the town including landscaping.
Muir then questioned the plan for the north side of the road.

Robinson said the landscaping would be improved and perhaps it would be a nice place for a garden or a picnic area with pavilion. In speaking with DEC, Robinson found neither side to be a protected wetland.
Members Comments
Ormiston noted that the January 2013 meeting is scheduled to be New Year’s Day and suggested a change.  The board concurred:  the January 2013 meeting will be held on Tuesday, January 8, 2013.
