Tim Steed stated that the plan is consistent with the original proposal.  The applicant would like to use both the interior and exterior to store landscaping products such as stone, sand, and woodchips. Reed is aware of the required route for large delivery vehicles. Driveways will be narrowed as per the department of public works. Reed is working with a structural engineer to properly enclose the building.

Esty questioned the phased development.  Steed explained that the applicant is interested re-fabricating and re-distributing the incoming steel.  All material handling that would generate noise shall be done within the confines of the building.
