Discussion:
Byland asked if there is any information on the proposed landscape and/or signage.

Gensel said no; the footprint has been noted, but not the building design.  A landscaping plan will be presented once the building design and materials are selected.  

Byland then questioned the drainage noting there is a substantial amount of surface area.  Would the dry wells be able to contain that amount of runoff?

Gensel compared the site to that of the medical office across the street which has two drywells.  The current proposal is much smaller in comparison.  If there were to be a catastrophic storm the water would pond in the parking lot and flow towards the gravel pit, not towards the building or roads.

Masler questioned the large amount of parking spaces.

Gensel said the applicant does not want any more parking spaces than needed.  There will be approximately eight employees at any given time on site. Considering the employees and the number of cases per hour, it is possible that all of these parking spaces would be needed.

Discussion:


Jason Blitz is a licensed pharmacist proposing to open a small pharmacy within the town.  


The plan is to be open by October 1, 2013, and to be open Monday – Friday.  

Esty asked if there would be an alarm system.


Blitz said yes, he is planning to install motion sensors inside and cameras inside and out. 

Muir asked what the procedure was for disposing of drugs, etc.  

Blitz explained any unused drugs are sent back through the wholesalers and there is a required HIPPA disposal service for any other waste. 

Esty asked if the ADA spaces were currently designated.

Gilbert said no – one space will be required, however due to the nature of the business the applicant may want two.

Esty then asked if there were any plans for expansion in the future, and was told no.

Members Comments
Ormiston explained his opinion on banner signs.  He feels there should be a code review to perhaps designate the banners, possibly as ‘roadside banners’.  Ormiston feels the banners are in the same category as electronic signs and they are a distraction to drivers.  Also, perhaps the banners could be defined as accessory signs within the code.
Gilbert will research existing laws and evaluate what could possibly be incorporated into the code to include the use of banners.
