WHEREAS, the Zoning Board of Appeals of the Town of Big Flats received an application from Michael Lee, Owner/Father agent of tax parcel #67.02-1-10.21, for four(4) requests of relief from Chapter 17.40.020 of the Town of Big Flats Zoning Law; and

WHEREAS, the applicant requests relief for “maximum allowable building footprint”, “maximum accessory building height”, “maximum allowable cumulative sq. footage, and “accessory building located between the front building line and the front lot line”; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Big Flats Planning Board returned the referral to the Town of Big Flats Zoning Board of Appeals for their determination with a recommendation; and 

WHEREAS, the Zoning Board of Appeals forwarded the application to the Chemung County Planning Board for review; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Big Flats Code Enforcement staff provided a staff report dated May 3, 2014; and 

WHEREAS, the proposed action is Type II action pursuant to SEQR 6 NYCRR Part 617.5(c) (13) and therefore does not warrant an environmental review; and

Thomas Lee, son of the applicant, and owner of the property explained the request:

He currently has an attached two-car garage which is filled to capacity.  The request is to build a detached garage large enough for storage.  Lee owns a large boat, and along with his father collects cars; he would like a garage large enough to store them in.  The height variance request is to install a lift to work on those vehicles.
Williams asked if any service work would be performed and was told no.
Rick Machuga, builder, explained that the proposed garage would be set behind existing trees and would be sided consistent with the house.

Williams noted the potential for water runoff issues – he suggests the applicant seek ways to address that.
Seely agreed, saying any runoff must be kept on the property.

Machuga stated that drywells could be installed, however there is only so much you can do with runoff depending on how much rain falls.
Williams reminded the applicant that the residence is located in the R1 and the code deems it necessary to protect those areas by prohibiting uses not compatible with the type of use that exists.  The intent is to protect the residents of the town.

Gilbert will meet with the stormwater coalition engineer to ensure the drywell proposal would work and would not increase surface runoff to the nearby ditch.  He requests that Machuga supply him with the drywell information as soon as possible.

Seely agreed, saying the water could run under County Route 64 and possibly undermine the road.
Gilbert is also concerned with how much fill would need to be added.

Motion by Robbins, seconded by Lantz to adjourn at 7:45pm, Discussion, None, Motion Carries 5-0.
