Muir noted the major concern involves the right of way located on the southern portion of the property.  Several years ago, a proposal met the conditions as to not creating a land locked parcel; specifying what was required for that roadwork. Town code requires a 50ft wide drive. The client is aware that would be a requirement of the planning board. This is an issue to be resolved between the developer and the client and therefore is considered an incomplete application.
Gilbert stated that the developer will meet with the owner to decide where the homes will be built.  That information should be submitted for the next meeting.
Muir noted there were several drainage and easement questions to be addressed.  The applicant must meet with DPW, the developer and Gilbert to discuss those issues.
